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Ingram River Aged is the only whiskey in the world that is aged inside a
floating barrelhouse on the Mississippi River in Ballard County, KY. Here,
our spirits spend their entire lives exposed to the river’s constant motion a
nd intense climate. The drastic rise and fall of the river forces a more
intense interaction between the spirit and barrel. High heat causes the
pores in the wood to expand and absorb more whiskey. At night, the river
pulls the heat off causing the pores to squeeze the whiskey back into the
barrel. High humidity on the river keeps the barrels and sugars moist to
stave off evaporation and heighten flavor. This unique aging combines
tradition and innovation — we call it Mellowed on the Mississippi.
